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English


Exam board: AQA
Overview of exam: 
Students will complete an English Language Paper 1 Section A exam. This exam is focused on fiction texts and students will read an extract from a text and answer a total of 4 reading questions. 
Students will also complete an English Literature Paper 1 exam. This exam is focused on Shakespeare’s Macbeth (that Year 10 are currently studying) and Dicken’s A Christmas Carol (which Year 10 students studied in the Autumn Term). Students will read an extract from both texts and answer one question for each, where they will need to use the extract as well as quotations and references from the rest of the texts. 
Length of exam: English Language Paper 1 Section A is 1 hour and will be completed in class. 
English Literature Paper 1 is 1 hour and 45 minutes. It is recommend that students spend 55 minutes on the Macbeth question and 50 minutes on the A Christmas Carol question. 
Topics to be covered in the exams:
English Language:
Question 1 assesses assessment objective 1: Identify and interpret explicit and implicit information and ideas. 
Question 2 and 3 assesses assessment objective 2: Explain, comment on, and analyse how writers use language and structure to achieve effects and influence readers, using relevant subject terminology to support their views.
Question 4 assesses assessment objective 4: Evaluate texts critically and support this with appropriate textual references.


English Literature:
AO1 – Students ability to answer the question focused on either a character, or a theme from the text and use appropriate quotations and references from the rest of the text to support their argument. 
AO2 – Students ability to identify and analyse the methods writers have used and their impact this has on the audience/reader.
AO3 – Students ability to apply context to the question to support their answer. This includes any social, historial, political context as well as wider themes and ideas explored throughout the text. 
AO4 – This is assessed in the Macbeth question only. Students are awarded an extra 4 marks for their spelling, punctuation and grammar in this essay.
