The Qur’an is written in Arabic and should be read in Arabic to
keep its true meaning.

The Qur’an is read from right to left. It has 114 chapters
known as surahs.

Muslims believe the words in it are the exact words from
Allah and show Muslims how to live.

The word ‘Qur’an’ means ‘recitation’ which means to speak
out loud.

Muslims are encouraged to read it every day.
