We are delighted to be able to inform you that as part of the Academy’s ASPIRE programme, the PE and ODE department will be running our Annual House Sports Day this year.
Heats in all running events and finals for the field events and Boccia will run in the morning in year group slots. The whole school will then come together on the field in the afternoon to watch and support the finals in track and Tug of War events.

BLACK shorts, skorts or cycling shorts need to be of an appropriate length (see planner uniform page for details) Anyone who feels they will be unable to comply with this uniform request or needs any support should speak to their PE teacher PRIOR to the day. Sanctions will apply for students not in correct uniform.
Students will also need plenty to drink and any other items appropriate to the weather:

Sun cream, hats, and PE/ODE hoodies or PE TBA Mid layers – alternative sports clothing is not part of the TBA PE kit policy.
